Near miss prompts calls for safer crossing

Heinrich Maritz (pictured) wants the pedestrian crossing outside Maraetai Beach School made safer.

Eight year old Heinrich Maritz was nearly hit by a vehicle 
on the Maraetai Beach School pedestrian crossing last week, 
and now he wants to raise awareness about the dangers of 
the crossing.

Heinrich was riding his scooter to school early last Wednes-
day morning, before the school crossing was manned.  His 
mum, Annelize, was following him in her car to make sure 
he reached school safely.

“I got off my scooter and started walking across the cross-
ing,” says Heinrich.  “I got half way across when my mum 
hooted her horn and made me stop.”

Heinrich says if he hadn’t stopped, he would have been hit 
by a black ute towing a boat, which was travelling east from 
the direction of GAS Maraetai.  The ute came to a stop half 
way across the crossing.

Heinrich has a message for motorists using Maraetai Drive.  
“Keep your eye on the street and slow down when you reach 
Maraetai Beach School!”

Heinrich would also like to see speed bumps installed near 

the crossing - a sentiment shared by his mum, who is urging 
people to register their concerns about the crossing with 
Auckland Transport.

“I’ve had a lot of feedback on social media from other 
people who have experienced near misses at the crossing.  
Something needs to be done before someone gets killed.

“If enough people complain to Auckland Transport, hope-
fully something will be done.”

Maraetai Beach School principal Mark Keenan says the 
school has been working closely with Auckland Transport to 
make the crossing safer.  “Health and safety of our students is 
an extremely high priority for us, and we have been in touch 
with AT.  A new raised crossing had been discussed prior to 
the first lockdown, but had been put on hold due to the recent 
lockdowns.”  Mark says the school also played a major role 
in the ‘safer speeds around schools’ government campaign.

It’s great to be back at COVID-19 Alert 
Level 2, albeit with some additional 
restrictions in Auckland. Our success 
at constraining the spread of the virus 
is a result of Aucklanders coming to-
gether and following the health rules, 
and I want to thank the overwhelming 
majority of people who are doing this.  

Aucklanders want to see our city re-
turned to Level 1 as soon as it is possible 
to do so safely. We all have a role to play 
in helping that happen, and in ensuring 
we contain any further occurrence of 
the virus.

Please continue to wash your hands 
regularly and maintain physical distanc-
ing. Use the NZ COVID Tracer app to 
help with contact tracing. Face-cover-
ings are mandatory on public transport, 
and I encourage you to wear one while 
at Level 2 when you are out in public 
and in close contact with people. If you 
have symptoms, get tested immediately 
and self-isolate. Also a reminder to ev-
eryone: please throw disposable masks 
in the bin. While it’s great that so many 
people are wearing masks, it’s important 

that we dispose of waste responsibly, par-
ticularly since used masks are potentially 
a health risk.

New Zealand’s achievements in response 
to COVID-19 have put us at the top inter-
nationally. We should acknowledge and 
celebrate how well we have done as a 
country compared to many others, while 
constantly working to do even better—
learning from mistakes is important. In 
the UK and the US, tens of thousands have 
died and hundreds of thousands have been 
infected by the virus. In Melbourne, stage 
four lockdowns have been extended and 
normal life is unlikely to resume until at 
least November. Our death rate per million 
people in New Zealand is around five, 
compared to 640 per million in the UK.

New Zealand was recently singled out 
by Nobel prize-winning US economist 
Joseph Stiglitz as the most successful 
country in the world in responding to 
COVID-19.

He said New Zealand was “a country in 
which competent government relied on 
science and expertise to make decisions; 
a country where there is a high level of 

social solidarity – citizens recognise that 
their behaviour affects others – and trust, 
including trust in government.”

High praise for our country! Our rep-
utation for being a smart, sensible, safe 
country will help our economy recover 
through promoting New Zealand as a 
good place to visit, study and invest in.

However, we still have big challenges 
ahead. Small businesses and jobs have 
suffered because of the restrictions that 
had to be put in place. 

Maintaining our discipline and getting 
back to Alert Level 1, and supporting 
business by shopping local, is the best 
way we can help them.

And with the virus rampant interna-
tionally, and infecting New Zealanders 
returning home, we still have to take 
care to ensure that we contain any 
community transmission of the disease 
within our borders.

We have beaten COVID-19 before and 
shown that, by working together, we can 
beat it again.

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Rural schools feel Ag Day fundraising pinch due to Covid-19
Rural schools are wearing the impact of 

losing their major fundraisers this year, 
with Ag Days being downscaled due to 
Covid-19.

“The effect on our school is quite signif-
icant,” says Clevedon School principal 
Julie Schumacher.  “This year we have 
only let children with calves, lambs and 
kids enter and only they will be out in the 
rings on Ag Day. We will be limiting par-
ents on site and of course not have all the 
great fundraising events that go alongside 
our community celebration.”

Julie says Ag Day is one of the highlights 
of Clevedon School’s year due to its spe-
cial character.  The fundraising provided 
by Ag Day also helps the school meet the 
annual shortfall in its operating budget. 

“This major loss of fundraising means 
we have to consider carefully which area 
of resourcing the school is going to take 
the hit - we have to pay for our utilities, 
insurances, payroll and admin staff so in-
evitably it is the curriculum and classroom 
resources that will be sacrificed. This has 
the biggest effect on our children and their 
learning and is never what we want. It 
will be a tough year and we are predicting 
quite a large deficit in our bottom line for 
year end. 2021 will be about recovery - if 
possible- as long as we don’t have to have 
any more setbacks in terms of lockdowns.”

Brookby School says that uncertainty 
around Covid-19 alert levels led to a 
decision to cancel its Ag Day event - the 
school’s major fundraiser for the year.

Deputy principal Bex Rose says the 
school is still determined that the essence 
of Ag Day remains though, in the form of 
an Ag Day Week for the students.

“We want to have something exciting for 
our kids and community to look forward 
to when everything else has had to be 
cancelled completely.  Each day there will 
be an animal category judged at school, 
minimising the number of people on site 
- but still enabling the hard work of raising 
an animal to be shown! The children will 
create their flower show item on Monday, 
and on Friday we will have a celebration 
where the trophies will be awarded.”

Hunua School’s Ag Day plans have also 
changed this year.  Principal Kris Burden 
says this year’s event will be very low key.  
“We appreciate the effort it takes to rear 
an animal, so want to give those students 
the opportunity to compete. We can only 
go ahead if we are in Alert Level 1 or 2. 
Level 2.5 is impossible because of groups 
of 10. On a lighter note, our children and 
their calves are well practiced at physical 
distancing!”

Like Clevedon and Brookby, Hunua 
School will not be using Ag Day as its ma-
jor fundraiser this year.  “We don’t think it 
is fair on our families and sponsors,” says 
Kris.  “It’s too much pressure when fam-
ilies and businesses may be struggling.”

In a normal year the fundraising from 
Hunua School’s Ag Day makes up a large 
chunk of PTA funds. The PTA fund con-
tributes to big ticket items such as comput-

ers, gardens and worm farms, shade sails, 
and hiring buses for school trips.

“We accept the loss in revenue,” says 
Kris.  “This year is very different and pres-
sure on people at this time is unnecessary.”

Orere School was challenged financial-
ly by the cancellation of its Easter Gala 
due to the first Covid-19 lockdown.  The 
gala usually raises about $10,000 for the 
school.  Principal Kerry Forse says:  “For 
a small school this is a huge loss and at the 
time I worried about our finances as we 
also hold regular fundraising during the 
term which we have been unable to do.”

Traditionally Orere School has not used 

its Ag/Pet Day as a fundraising event but if 
alert levels allow, this year’s event will be 
held on a Saturday and will include food 
and raffles.  “Our school and wider com-
munity are very supportive of our school 
and are keen for us to hold a fundraising  
event,” says Kerry.  “We have been well 
supported by the government with the Ur-
gent Response Fund so this has meant we 
have been able to maintain staff, and focus 
learning programmes around well-being.”

Both Paparimu and Ardmore Schools 
will be monitoring alert levels and running 
a low-key Ag Day.
