The Beachlands-Maraetai Trolley Derby returns!

We are now in daylight savings time 
which means we are heading towards 
summer.  Even though we are still 
in Level 2 of Covid 19 there are, of 
course, more people driving into and 
out of Kawakawa Bay.  A number of 
developments will also be taking place 
over the next few months.

The first of these developments is the 
refurbishment of the local volunteer 
fire brigade station. For some years our 
volunteer fire brigade has been fundrais-
ing to refurbish the station and to their 
delight this is now underway.  

The community is keen to know the 
outcome of this refurbishment but at 
the moment it is all behind closed doors, 
so we are all watching this space.  Our 
fire engine is temporarily based at a 
resident’s property and the firemen are 
working from there for any emergen-
cies.

Our next development is the Whit-
ford Park playground which is being 
revamped and modernised.  This is 
good news for both local children and 

outsiders who visit the Bay.  The Franklin 
Local Board received between 25-30 sub-
missions regarding this playground, which 
shows how important the playground is 
to our local children.  The project should 
be complete before the summer holidays.

Our third development is at the Kawaka-
wa Bay Boat Club, where the club is 
looking into concreting the boat ramp 
entrance.  This is in the early stages but if it 
eventuates, it will make a huge difference 
to the entrance as there will no longer be 
pot holes constantly being repaired in the 
asphalt.

On top of this we have three films being 
shot between Waitawa Regional Park and 
different areas of Kawakawa Bay.

These are exciting times for us, and 
alongside the projects mentioned above 
the Community Association will be look-
ing at developing our foreshore in some 
way.  This has become a safety issue for 
us and is necessary due to the amount of 
traffic and people in and out of the Bay. 

I have mentioned before that the Kawaka-
wa Bay Boat Club is one of the biggest - if 

not the biggest - boat ramp in Auckland.  
On a good day there is often a boat 
parade through the Bay as keen boaties 
line up to launch from the boat ramp.  I 
urge all boaties to maintain the speed 
limit through the Bay and to watch for 
children playing on the foreshore so we 
can keep them safe.

Summer is also a time for cockle 
pickers, who descend on the Bay by the 
hundreds.  Which brings me to the issue 
of traffic management through the Bay.

For a number of years the Kawakawa 
Bay Community Association has re-
quested Auckland Transport/NZ Police 
to provide either a permanent camera 
for speeding or the electronic one that 
shows what speed a vehicle/motorbike 
is doing through the Bay.   Our police 
often station themselves at the Bay or 
position a speed camera in a van, but it 
doesn’t seem to be enough to deter cars, 
trucks, or motorbikes from speeding in 
our township.

Time to dust off that trolley again! After a 
12 month break, the Beachlands Maraetai 
Trolley Derby has been scheduled for 7 
March 2021. 

Pohutukawa Coast Rotary has taken on 
the job of organising the derby, which was 
formerly run by the Beachlands Commu-

nity Trust.  According to Rotary president 
Brian Brooke, the trolley derby is an im-
portant local community event, and Rotary 
was keen to ensure its continuation.

Rotary has experience running large 
events including last year’s 10km Pohutu-
kawa Coast running race.  Funds raised in 

Due to the ongoing uncertainty around 
alert levels, and considering the health 
and wellbeing of participants and the 
wider community, Coastguard Maraetai 
has made the difficult decision to cancel 
its annual Golf Day for 2020. 

The event was initially scheduled for 
April this year. However, the emergence 
of Covid-19 forced a postponement to 
November. 

“We just don’t have the certainty we 
need to undertake the further planning of 
an event of this scale,” says Coastguard 
Maraetai president Pamela Wilson.

“We are now shifting our focus to next 
year, with the hope that we will be able 
to hold the event in April 2021. We will 
certainly miss the funds this event would 
normally have generated, particularly as 
we work towards a full replacement of 
our local rescue vessel, but we have to be 
realistic and responsible.”

Pamela says Coastguard would like to 
thank the many supportive local business-
es that have contributed sponsorship and 
prizes and looks forward to putting on a 
great event next April.

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Community walks all over proposal for village pedestrian crossing
Any hopes for a pedestrian crossing on 

Clevedon’s main street have been dashed 
for now - by locals.

In May, Auckland Transport (AT) invit-
ed the community to give feedback on a 
proposal to install two raised pedestrian 
crossings in Clevedon.

AT’s proposal was aimed at giving 
greater priority to pedestrians and slowing 
traffic to safer speeds, to improve safety in 
the village.  The plan for the two crossings 
respected the community’s desire to retain 
carparks outside key retail areas, and uti-
lised existing kerb extensions outside the 
cemetery and Clevedon Seafoods.

Clevedon Community and Business As-
sociation (CCBA) chair Victoria Richard 
says AT decided not to proceed with the 
crossings after feedback from the commu-
nity indicated that people were unlikely to 
use the crossings in these locations.  Local 
residents also felt that raised crossings 
were considered undesirable from a noise 
and nuisance perspective, particularly for 
those towing trailers and floats. 

“Some support was provided for flush 
crossings, but these are only considered to 
be effective at speeds of less than 30kmh, 
the speed at which car vs pedestrian im-
pacts are less likely to cause catastrophic 
injury,” says Victoria.

Victoria says that in the absence of pe-
destrian crossings, a speed limit reduction 
through our main street may temporarily 
improve safety.  “This is something the 

Clevedon CBA will advocate for in the 
next round of AT road speed reviews. 
With slower speeds, perhaps we could 
trial flush crossings at different locations 
to measure usage.”

Long term the CCBA strongly believes 
that significant reconstruction of Cleve-
don’s main street is required, and more 
specifically the construction of rear lane-
ways behind businesses on both sides of 
the road, servicing infrastructure, delivery 
and onsite car parking needs.  

“As indicated by the Clevedon Village 
Design Framework, rear laneways would 
enable over 30 driveways to be relocated 
off our mainstreet, providing more on-
street car parking and potential for wider 
footpaths and spaces to gather as a com-
munity. It would also enable the construc-
tion of traffic calming interventions that 
would make our streets safer for people,” 
says Victoria.

“Some good examples of what we do - 

and don’t - want can be found in places 
like Waiuku or Howick where pedestrians 
feel safe and are encouraged to walk.  Or 
like Drury, where car is king.  With care-
ful planning, we can achieve a safer and 
more enjoyable outcome for Clevedon 
pedestrians.”

Clevedon business owner Tamsin Wat-
son campaigned for a pedestrian crossing 
last year, gathering signatures of support 
via a petition.  

“It’s a very disappointing outcome as it 
came so close to actually happening,” says 
Tamsin.  

Tamsin says she understands that some of 
the suggested places were not favourable to 
shopkeepers, as they would have removed 
several customer parking bays.  “However 
the site which I proposed not only seemed 
obvious, but also did not affect parking in 
any way and was away from residential 
premises, thus reducing the sound of cars 
passing over the crossing.”

Tamsin says it took months to collect all 
the signatures for the petition.  “There was 
great support for it -  especially with par-
ents of school children, parents crossing 
with prams/buggies and also the elderly 
residents who can’t just “dash” across 
when a gap opens up.  I do hope that in 
once again declining the pedestrian cross-
ing that the traffic speed reductions come 
into force.  As far as I am concerned, the 
village and its current volume of traffic, 
alongside angular parking/parallel park-
ing/on road and off road parking, residen-
tial driveways and large truck and trailers 
- all of which add to the complications 
to pedestrians crossing the road - is an 
accident waiting to happen.  A pedestrian 
was severely injured crossing the road in 
the last few months and spent a period of 
time in hospital.  This only highlights the 
need for pedestrian safety to be upgraded 
in Clevedon.”

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Progress is gradually being made on 
protecting 11 hectares of unique native 
bush at Maraetai’s Platts Mills Reserve.

Council has recently allocated funding 
from its Kauri Dieback fund to help pro-
tect kauri within the reserve, with work 
scheduled to start next month on upgrad-
ing one of three tracks within the reserve.

The first stage of the project will divert 
the existing track away from a large kauri 
tree near the reserve entrance.

A second stage of the project will see 
the construction of a boardwalk from 
the existing metal entrance off Maraetai 
Drive over the open - and often boggy - 
grass area alongside the stream.  The new 
boardwalk will join up with the upgraded 
track mentioned above, which connects to 
Maraetai Heights Road.  Like many other 
local projects which have been deferred 
due to Covid-19 budget cuts, the board-
walk component of the project has been 
pushed back to the 2021/22 financial year.

For the Friends of Platts Mills Reserve, 
financial help from council has been a long 
time coming.

Last year the Friends of Platts Mills Re-
serve group were disappointed when their 
initial application for funding to improve 
tracks, in particular one which is subsiding 
into the river, was turned down.

Franklin Local Board’s reason for de-
clining the funding application was that it 
could not grant money for an asset owned 

by council.  While the reserve is owned 
by council, a large component of pest and 
weed control has been undertaken for 
many years by local volunteers.  A council 
report noted that council’s maintenance of 
tracks within the reserves was poor.

“It was a bit rich [to have our appli-
cation for funding turned down], given 
the neglect and poor maintenance by the 
council.  Essentially we were turned down 
for improving a council asset.  I am sure 
they have provided grants to similar com-
munity groups to improve council-owned 
assets,” says John Stacey, a Maraetai 
spokesperson for the Friends of Platts 
Mills Reserve.

“It’s great that we have found a way 
forward now, although there is a lot more 
that still needs to be done to upgrade other 
tracks within the area to protect local fauna 
and flora.  It would be nice to see increased 
Board support for our environment by 
empowering community initiatives which 
look after places like the reserve.”

Hello to all, and I hope all are safe and 
well.

As always, it is busy on the police front 
with ever increasing calls for service.

After my last article, I have also re-
ceived an increasing number of driving 
complaints regarding vehicles driving on 
our roads. Speed and aggressive driving 
are the main complaints. It seems that in 
every article, I am highlighting concerns 
of the poor driving standards on our roads.

On Friday 28 August, two Road Policing 
staff and your local police spent three 
hours addressing some of the driving 
behaviour.

I was disappointed at some of the speed 
that was recorded.

Approximately 70% of the 33 speed 
infringement notices issued were to lo-
cal Beachlands/Maraetai residents, with 
some recorded in excess of 35kph over 
the posted speed limit. Two local drivers 
were also stopped travelling at 152kph 
and 158kph respectively in an 80kph 
area. Both are now before the court facing 
charges of travelling at a dangerous speed. 
If convicted, they face a minimum licence 
disqualification of 6 months, 3 month’s 
imprisonment, and or $4500 fine.

It makes me wonder when the imbecility 
and poor standard of driving will stop. 
Remember, road safety is everyone’s 
responsibility.

As Covid level two restrictions continue, 
police have noticed a steady increase in 
pressure that is being placed on families. 

Custody disputes are often complicated 
when parties deviate from prearranged 
custody agreements or a verbal amend-
ment of a Family Court order. 

Sometimes the changes are for legitimate 
reasons. Other times these disputes or 
complaints are due to a parent not want-
ing to, or not following through with, the 

agreement resulting in police being called.
Unfortunately in some cases the animos-

ity and for lack of a better term “caustic 
behaviour” by the parents is often dis-
played in front of the children. All the 
child sees is the parents they love fighting.  
They don’t understand why. Resolution 
attempts should be done away from the 
child and in a civil manner - the child’s 
interest and wellbeing should always be 
considered first. I have an old saying: “if 
you are yelling, no one is listening.”

Unfortunately children also pick up on 
the parent’s poor mannerisms and be-
haviour as well, often causing the child 
stress and leading onto future learning and 
behavioural difficulties.

Police are more than happy to assist 
families and can help provide advice and 
support group information in these mat-
ters. As with anything, a common sense 
and civil approach should be the best 
course of action. If you would like more 
information regarding support groups, 
contact NZ Police or come and see us at 
your police station.

We are still receiving complaints of 
night time disorder, drinking, drug use 
and disorder at Sunkist Bay Beach and 
Beachlands and Maraetai Schools. Unsur-
prisingly, it is the same group that cause 
the majority of delinquency and damage in 
the area. Police have spoken to a number 

of them and some detailed “prevention 
advice” has been provided. Unfortunately 
your local schools have to clean up the 
drug paraphernalia, broken glass and 
cover the costs of repairing the damage 
they cause. Cameras have been arranged 
to cover and target these hot spots.

Some good information is still being re-
ceived regarding suspected drug addresses 
and persons in our community. 

To those good folks that take the time 
to call Police, thank you and keep up 
the great work. Remember reports can 
be made anonymously through Crimes-
toppers, 0800 555 111 or on the crime 
reporting line, 105 or come and see me, 
in confidence at the Beachlands police 
station.

Of note, vehicle crashes are down again 
this month, however police still find that 
speed, inattention and drug or alcohol 
impairment are the contributing factors 
to the majority of the crashes. Several 
people are before the court for driving 
related charges.

And finally, as at 25 September, 5 stolen 
cars and 12 arrests have made by your po-
lice. This is a reduction from last year and 
no doubt has prevented other offending 
within our community. 

Remember, we live in paradise, enjoy it, 
and take care out there. Be safe.

The combat effectiveness of this art 

has been evident since the early days 
of limited rules Mixed Martial Arts events 
where BJJ dominated all other styles. 
According to John though, it is about 

more than just learning how to fight. 
“The great thing about BJJ, as well as 

being effective and great for fitness, is 
that it’s a great mental exercise as well. 
It’s like a game of chess where you are 

trying to outwit your opponent, rather 
than just physically dominate them.”
For this reason he says it allows 

smaller people to be effective against 
larger opponents by using leverage and 
momentum against them.
“The whole approach that we take 

at GroundControl is that this training 
should be accessible to anyone. 
“You don’t have to be a tough guy to 

get started because the whole point 
of the training is to help you build that 
resilience and confidence as you go.  
That’s why we focus on making sure all 
our “Essentials” classes are beginner 
friendly.”

3 sweetcorn (remove corn kernels)
1 Tbsp of cooking oil
1 onion
4 cloves, 1 bay leaf, 1 cardamom, 1 tsp of 
cumin
3 chunky chopped tomatoes

1 tsp of crushed ginger, 1 tsp of crushed 
garlic, 1 tsp of turmeric
1 cup of yoghurt
A handful of each fresh mint and fresh 
coriander
2 cups of basmati rice
1 can of light coconut milk

Method
a) Wash rice and put onto cook.  Instead 
of using water replace with coconut milk at 
the same ratio you would use water, e.g. 2 
cups rice for 3 cups coconut milk
1.    Heat oil in a large frypan

2.    Fry cloves, bay leaf, cardamom and 
cumin for 2 minutes until spitting
3.    Add diced onion and fry until browned 
(approx 5 mins)
4.    Add tomatoes, ginger, garlic and 
turmeric and fry stirring continuously until a 
paste has formed (approx 5 mins)
5.    Add corn kernels and cook for 2-5 mins 
(I like serving this meal with raw sweetcorn 
kernels but cook the corn to your liking)
7.    Stir through yoghurt and fresh herbs 
and serve.  Your rice should just be 
finishing!

Individuals will have their progress 
tracked from a facilitator, to help members receive max-
imum benefit from the programme. 

“With this week being Mental Health Awareness Week 
it’s the right time to reiterate the importance of talking 
to others, as we know this helps people feel supported 
and connected,” Dr Furness says. 

Although not directly prompted by COVID, Dr Furness 
says the online course will be beneficial for those who 
don’t feel comfortable leaving their homes or for those 
who might not otherwise be able to afford individual 
sessions. 

“COVID has had a huge impact on our community, and 
we can see that both the way and the amount of support 
people need has changed.”

This is the centre’s first online programme although 
facilitators have run many face-to-face groups before. 

The Centre for Psychology provides psychological 
services by consultant and senior clinical psychologists 
registered under the Health Professionals Competency 
Act.
