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Signature wins childcare centre appeal ===

Signature Developments Ltd has started clearing this site on Bell Road, Beachlands, in preparation for a childcare facility.

Signature Developments Limited has begun work on its
Bell Road site, after winning an Environment Court appeal
to establish a childcare centre across the road from Beach-
lands School.

The original application was refused consent at an Auckland
Council hearing, which determined that the proposal would
have significant adverse effects on the surrounding residents,
as well as traffic safety risks.

Signature Developments Ltd (SDL, from the same group of
companies as Signature Homes) appealed the matter to the
Environment Court in January 2019. Local residents formed
a group called the Beachlands Neighbourhood Voice Incor-
porated (BNVI) which opposed the application both at the
council hearing, and at the later Environment Court appeal.

As part of their appeal, SDL put forward a revised proposal
for the childcare centre which they believed addressed the
issues raised at the previous council hearing. SDL’s new
proposal included a slightly smaller sized building accom-
modating fewer children (down from 105 to 86), plus 17
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staff. SDL also increased the amount of planting and fencing
along the boundary adjoining Barmaree Lane, and changed
the vehicle crossing from two separate access ways (for entry
and exit) to one double-width accessway.

BNVI, which did not have the resources to fund expert
witnesses to put forward a strong case, agreed to the pro-
posed changes at a judicial settlement conference between
the parties.

BNVI spokesperson Julaine Frater says: “We are saddened
and angered that this development has been allowed to
proceed. Two years ago, three independent commissioners
declined resource consent for the proposal. Our communi-
ty had overwhelmingly submitted in opposition to it, the
planner working for Auckland Council opposed it, and after
visiting the site and hearing all of the evidence at a Hearing,
the commissioners opposed it. Signature then appealed to
the Environment Court early last year. Half way through the

I would dearly love sometime to be
able to write a non-grumbly editorial, but
events always seem to conspire against
that. This time [ am seriously wondering
what the point of the Unitary Plan (UP)
18, at least for us outside the Rural Urban
Boundary.

Clevedon Cares (Community Action
for a Responsible Environmental Strat-
egy) aim has been for 15 years (yes, that
long) to try to keep the rural character
of the Clevedon Village and Valley and
environs. We never expected there to be
no changes, but we engaged in trying to
make sure that change and development
would be compatible with that aim.

It seemed for a while that was a realis-
able prospect. The Wairoa River Mari-
time Village was defeated in the Environ-
ment Court in 2010, the long advocated
“Plan for Clevedon Village”(PC32) was
drawn up by Manukau City Council
about the same time, to allow expansion
of the village to bring much needed
wastewater, and it looked as though there
would be planned development.

Then along came Auckland Council
and the Unitary Plan (UP) setting out:

» what can be built and where

* how to create a higher quality and more
compact Auckland

* how to provide for rural activities

* how to maintain the marine environ-
ment.

Sounds great — with PC32 incorporated
as Clevedon Precinct and new rules for
the rural surrounds we can have some
certainty about future development.

The Clevedon Precinct zones allow

residential and commercial development
with criteria for sections with varying
lot sizes and wastewater, plus larger
“countryside living” lots, within a de-
fined village boundary. Regrettably with
more countryside living on Kawakawa
Bay Road and McNicol Road than in
PC32. The surrounding rural zones (ru-
ral coastal zone, mixed rural zone and
rural production zone) allow for no or
minimal subdivision and development.
The UP wasn’t quite what we hoped
(especially the inclusion of Clevedon
Waterways as a special settlement zone
in the rural-coastal area, which we will
never agree with), but it does set out what
can be done where.

Then comes the sting in the tail: any-
one can apply for a Resource Consent
or a Plan Change for whatever they
want to do — zone change, subdivision,
additional sections, higher density,
commercial activities, smaller lot sizes,
clean fills, quarry extensions, retirement
living, apartments or whatever they think
might get through (and presumably be
financially beneficial). Sometimes the
application will get publicly notified for
people to make submissions, but often it
doesn’t. The criteria seems to be wheth-
er “someone” in Council agrees with the
applicant that any activity which is not
allowed in the UP has effects that are “no
more than minor”, and if so there is no
need for anyone else to know about it.
(Zealandia and Whitford Manor spring
to mind).

Right now there is a Private Plan
Change (PPC45) application to change
a Kawakawa Bay Road property zoned
rural coastal (no or minimal subdivision
allowed) to Countryside Living (small

lifestyle blocks), which is non-comply-
ing but only deemed to be worthy of
“limited notification”: in other words,
someone in Council decides this is a mi-
nor change to which only those who are
considered to be affected can make a sub-
mission. Inreality, itisa MAJOR change
with potential knock-on effects which
could open the door to small Countryside
Living sections all the way to Kawakawa
Bay. The process is weighted hugely in
the applicant’s favour and when Council
agrees “the effects are no more than mi-
nor” it is a gobbledegook way of saying
“that’s fine, go ahead”. So, who is it left
to to defend the Unitary Plan provisions?
Answer: Only the small group who were
allowed to make submissions.

Applications follow a predictable path:
non-complying with screeds of expert
reports, supported by Council, opposed
by locals (if allowed to submit), turned
down by Commissioners, appealed to the
Environment Court, small modifications
might be made due to local opposition
but result is still higher density/smaller
sections/more sections etc than allowed
by the UP.

I am left to wonder just what is the
point of having Unitary Plan Objectives,
Policies, Rules, Zones etc.etc. if they are
hardly worth the electronic paper they are
written on, and not upheld by the Council
who wrote them? I guess it is up to us,
the Local Community, to keep pressing
for compliance at every opportunity,
using what limited resources we have.
Perhaps if applicants discussed their
ideas with the local community before
they made an application the outcome
would be a win-win?

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How to deal with itchy friends

With such a mild winter this year, we
are sure to be in for large numbers of
fleas and ticks this spring and summer.
Dr Sarah Tutt, senior Veterinarian at
Franklin Vets Beachlands fills us in on
these pesky critters.

Fleas have a very flexible life cycle and
will wait until conditions are optimal to
move from one stage to another. The
warmer and the moister it is, the faster
the life cycle will go.

The fleas that you actually see jumping
and biting only represent 5% of a flea
infestation in a home. Flea eggs make
up around 50%, while flea larvae and
pupae make up 45%.

Afemale flea can lay up to 50 eggs per
day, which means that a single prolific
female flea can cause a major infesta-
tion in less than two months. In just 60
days, with one female flea at maximum
egg production (and assuming that half
of the eggs are breeding females), you
could have more than 20,000 fleas on
your hands. Scary stuff!

Flea eggs aren'’t sticky so after being
laid on the host, they drop onto the car-
pet, your pet’s bed, your bed, etc. During
the pupae stage, fleas are wrappedin a
silken cocoon that’s resistant to insecti-
cides and often spun around the base of

the fabric fibres they’re on, making them
very difficult to kill or remove.

During a flea infestation, treating your
pet isn’'t enough. You have to treat the
environment too—that’s where the eggs
and pupae are hiding. Using flea bombs
or foggers will help to kill eggs and
larvae in the environment. Vacuuming
first helps the pupae to emerge from
their cocoon where they are no longer
protected from these products.

Fleas can also transmit parasites like
tapeworms. When dogs and cats groom
fleas off their bodies, they often swallow
them. If the flea is carrying tapewormes,
they’ll then be released into their intes-
tinal tract.

Nowadays we have a lot of excellent
flea control products and some will also
do ticks and worms. For advice on which
product is best for your pet, come and
see us at Franklin Vets Beachlands.

resident dotterel family.

In Iess than 30 days there will hopefully be some dotterel
chicks at Te Puru!

You may hear Northern New Zealand dotterel before
you see them — a sharp “chip”, which will get more per-
sistent if they feel threatened. They blend in well with
the white sand east coast beaches and can be hard to spot.
However, over autumn-summer they develop orange-red
chests as part of their breeding plumage which make
them easier to see.

These rare and endemic shorebirds can be found in
our own backyard at Kellys Beach/Te Puru sports field.
Dotterel nests are simple scrapes in the sand, in which
3 eggs are typically laid and incubated for around 28-30
days. There is one pair of dotterels currently nesting at
Kellys Beach in the fenced-off area.

The main threats to dotterel are mammalian and avian
predators, disturbance from people and dogs, and big
high tides that can wash away nests.

Rangers and volunteers put a lot of time and energy
into trapping pests to help ensure that dotterel chicks
will survive until fledging. Nesting sites are fenced off
to increase awareness and to stop people and dogs acci-
dentally trampling nests.

It is important you keep your dog on a leash when
walking by Kellys Beach so as not to stress the dotterel,
which may cause them to abandon their nests. Please also
keep out of the fenced off areas.
