Life Jackets – One Size Does Not Fit 
All

Life jackets are probably the most 
crucial piece of safety equipment out on 
the water - yet Coastguard continues to 
come across boaties wearing incorrect 
life jackets or even worse, none at all. 

Now is the time, before summer arrives, 
for boaties to ensure they have the correct 
size and type of life jacket for themselves 
and their passengers. Not only is it a 
legal requirement, but it is about being 
prepared for the worst - so everyone 
returns home safely.

Two key elements contribute to a life 
jacket’s effectiveness:

1. First and foremost, you should WEAR 
IT. If something unexpected happens and 
you find yourself in the water, the wind 
and the tide will most likely drag it away 
from you, while you and your precious 
friends or family try to tread water until 
help arrives. If by chance you do manage 
to get hold of one, believe us when we 
tell you - it is incredibly difficult to put a 

life jacket on while trying to tread water.
2. Secondly, your life jacket must be fit 

for purpose. Every passenger should have 
the correct size, including head support 
and a crotch strap.
•	 One size DOES NOT fit all. While life 

jackets can be found in infant, child, 
youth and adult sizes - they also include 
a weight and chest measurement that 
has been deemed appropriate for that 
style of life jacket. If it’s too big, you 
will slip down, and the life jacket will 
obstruct your nose and mouth, impair-
ing your ability to breathe. Conversely, 
if it is too tight, it may hinder your abil-
ity to breathe, and the buckles might 
break. 

•	 Head support is vital, as it keeps an 
unconscious wearer floating face up 
with their head supported and clear of 
the water. We don’t have to explain any 
further as to why that is important.

•	 Life jackets are not fashion statements, 
they are lifesavers. And the dreaded 
crotch strap is no exception. No matter 

how well-fitting your life jacket is, a 
crotch strap ensures you and your life 
jacket never part company – as well 
as keeping your head and upper body 
above the water, with minimal effort, 
until help arrives.

Ask the staff at your local boating goods 
store to help you select a properly fitting 
life jacket.

Life jackets also help keep you warm 
while in the water – which can only be 
a good thing.

The Coastguard Old4New campaign 
runs every summer in December and 
January, travelling around the country 
offering a discounted upgrade on a brand 
new, fit for purpose Hutchwilco lifejack-
et. Now in its seventh year, the team has 
removed over 15,000 old and damaged 
lifejackets from New Zealand commu-
nities across the country. This year the 
programme will run from 12 December 
to 17 January, stopping in 63 locations 
around the country. Check out Old4New.
nz to find out when the campaign is com-
ing to a location near you.

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Franklin Local Board has approved the 
following names for roads within the 
Clevedon North subdivision at 52 North 
Road:

Public Road 1: Beckby Way.  This name 
was suggested by the developer, and was 
supported by Ngāi Tai ki Tāmaki.  The 
first wooden house built in the district 
belonged to the pioneering Thorp fam-
ily, who built a two-storey homestead, 
named ‘Beckby’, in the mid-19th century.  
Beckby homestead was also where Bishop 
Selwyn preached and discussed potential 
sites for a church when he first arrived 
at Clevedon in 1858.  The homestead no 
longer exists on the site so the applicant 
has proposed the public road be named in 
remembrance of this homestead.

Board approves Clevedon road names
Three commonly-owned access lots have 

also been named:
- Kaihuia Lane (Ngāi Tai ki Tāmaki 

preferred name).  Kaihuia is the Maori 
name for a full grown native Nīkau. This 
accessway sits at the base of Nīkau Pā.

- Te Rau Way (Ngāi Tai ki Tāmaki pre-
ferred name).  The name remembers Ngāi 
Tai hapū Ngāti Te Rau, who lived along 
the banks of Te Wairoa circa 1600s-1700s. 
They were so named for Ngāitai Tōrere 
(Bay of Plenty) tūpuna Te Raukohekohe 
who married Ngāi Tai Tāmaki (Ngāti Tai) 
rangatira Te Whatatau.

- Nukuao Lane (Ngāi Tai ki Tāmaki 
nominated name).  Meaning a sheltered 
spot at the base of the maunga (mountain).

Good Egg
Pohutukawa Coast 

Good Egg 
of the Month Award!
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Auckland Council is proposing to sell 
two Beachlands clifftop public reserves 
which it says are surplus to requirements. 
Council notified its intention to revoke 
reserves located at 39R Pohutukawa Road 
and 17W Hawke Cres, Beachlands, via a 
notice in the Eastern Courier.

The notification has been met with dis-
belief by some local residents who plan to 
make submissions on the proposal.

John and Martina Toebosch have lived 
next door to the Pohutukawa Road re-
serve for seven years, and say the reserve 
is popular with locals, walking groups, 
tourists and cyclists.  “Not a day goes by 
where we don’t see them walking up to 
the fence to admire the best view of the 
Hauraki Gulf and the area,” says Martina.  
“Their numbers far exceed the number 
of visitors to the large reserve across the 
road - probably by 50 to 1.”

Martina says the suitability of the site 
as a building platform is questionable, 
with an engineering report from Riley 
Consultants in 2016 (commissioned by 
Auckland Council) identifying stormwater 
and stability issues for the site.  An earlier 
report by Fraser Thomas in 1992 identified 
a large sea cave which runs underneath 
the reserve. 

Martina says the 39R Pohutukawa 
Road reserve was gifted by the original 
developers to the people of Beachlands 
in perpetuity.  “It is not the council’s 
right to sell for lack of money, cleverly 

disguised as a reserve no longer required. 
This would betray the original gift to the 
people of Beachlands and also deny fu-
ture generations the enjoyment of such a 
beautiful back yard.  A petition carrying 
approx 1200 signatures was successful in 
stopping a sale in previous years. Why 
try again?” 

 Other council-owned properties that are 
not required for current or future use in 
Auckland have also been listed for sale.

The Franklin Local Board has support-
ed the reserve sales, on the proviso that 
funds are invested back into the local 
community.

Franklin Local Board deputy chair An-
gela Fulljames says the Pohutukawa Road 
and Hawke Crescent properties, held for 
some time in case they were used for 
coastal access, are no longer needed.

“Auckland Council has an ongoing pro-
gramme to review the properties it holds 
to ensure the best use of the asset, and 
from time to time that sees property sold 
or used in some other way.

“Land or facilities that are sold with the 
permission of elected members can fund 
regional projects or services.”

Fellow Wairoa representative Malcolm 
Bell says boards can approve the sale of

Student Voice

A modern take on roast lamb. Prep time 20 
mins, total cook time 1.5 hours, serves 4

Ingredients

1 pack of lamb loin 550g (or lamb chops 
cooked as per this week’s recipe)
1 pumpkin
1 onion
1-2 Tbsp cooking oil
2 cups of Arborio rice
1 glass of white wine
1-5 cups of chicken stock
1 dessert spoon of curry powder
salt to taste
Roast vegetables like carrots, parsnips
or kumara chips.

Method
1.   Roast pumpkin until soft at 180°C, approx. 40-50 minutes.
2.   In a large fry pan on medium heat, brown onion in 1 Tbsp of cooking oil and in a 

separate pot heat stock.
3.   Add rice to the fry pan and fry for 30 sec-1 min.
4.   Add wine to the rice and fry for 1 min, then add a cup of warm chicken stock.
5.   Cook chicken stock off and keep adding stock in 1 cup additions as the previous 

cup reduces down. Stir every 2-4 minutes. If you run out of stock add boiling 
water. Continue until rice is cooked.

6.   Mix pumpkin flesh and curry powder through the rice. When risotto is done, set 
aside.

7.   To cook the butterfly lamb heat oil in a fry pan and fry each side for 3 minutes, 
then transfer into an oven and cook at 180C for 5 minutes.  Finally rest the meat 
for 5 minutes before slicing.  

8. 	 Meanwhile make kumara chips by finely slicing kumara (I used a food processor) 
and fry in 1 cm of heated oil. Pat dry on a paper towel.

9. 	 Serve like below with a delicious Pinot Noir and with roast vegetables.
