Clevedon is more ready than ever to respond to severe 
weather events or other natural disasters, thanks to support 
from AMI which has bolstered emergency response supplies 
across Clevedon and the Coast.

The Community Response Team (NZ) was established 
following the Auckland floods in February 2023, and has 
spent the past two years setting up and resourcing emergency 
response teams to ensure local communities are better 
prepared to deal with emergencies.

A SMART EPOD, a flood response trailer and five 
community resilience shelter packs have been provided by 
emergency readiness experts FIRST72 with support from 
AMI Insurance.

Clevedon will receive the ‘SMART EPOD’ - a self-
sufficient solar and battery powered unit that will operate as 
an off-grid hub during emergencies. This gives CRT (NZ) 

the ability to operate and manage incidents from the EPOD 
without impacting the capability of the Clevedon hall as an 
emergency shelter. It will also enable CRT volunteers to set 
up and operate a community led shelter faster.

The CRT will manage a mobile flood-response trailer, which 
will also be stationed in Clevedon, though will be available 
for use in all local communities. The trailer will carry pumps, 
sandbags, flood barriers, generators and other tools to support 
flood response operations and help mitigate property damage 
before and during storm events.

Five shelter kits will also be purchased to supply the 
communities of Ararimu, Paparimu, Hūnua and Maraetai. 
The kits contain resources aimed at getting local communities

In the months before Christmas there 
was a large amount of work completed 
and then announced by the current 
government.

As Minister for Digitising Government, 
I was proud to announce that the Govt.

Erica Stanford has just announced 
a boost to school property budgets 
effective in 2026. Six schools in the 
Papakura Electorate are to receive 
more funding over the next two years 
including Beachlands School, Ōrere 
School, Paparimu School and Redhill 
School. I am very pleased that school 
buildings can be properly maintained 
and that principals and Boards of 
Trustees will be able focus more on 
education this year.

New Space Technology – Kiwi Space 
Activator programme

The Kiwi Space Activator programme 
will help more Kiwi businesses and 
universities progress novel space 
technology and concepts which could 
feed into a future national space mission 
with potential applications for resource 
management or monitoring illegal fishing, 
maritime security and ecosystem health 
among other projects.

The New Zealand Space Agency will 
administer the pilot programme and up 
to $600,000 will be offered for each 
successful project, over two years. The 
pilot will support New Zealand based 
organisations only.

MCERT is announced
The Government has established a new 

Ministry of Cities, Environment, Regions 
and Transport (MCERT), to support the 
Government’s ambitious reform agenda 
in housing, transport, urban development 
and the environment.

The new Ministry will bring together 
the Ministry for the Environment, 
the Ministry of Housing and Urban 
Development, the Ministry of Transport, 
and local government functions such as 
those the Department of Internal Affairs 
administers, into one coherent agency.

As Public Service Minister, I endorse 
this new initiative to deliver better results 
for taxpayers on New Zealand’s greatest 
economic and environmental challenges 
which are housing affordability, our 
infrastructure deficit, and adaptation to 
climate change.

Pine Harbour to Waiheke trial ferry service proves popular
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Presbyterian Minister Mark Chapman 
has chalked up 50 years of service to the 
Clevedon and Maraetai communities. 
Friends, family and congregation members 
gathered to celebrate at the Pōhutukawa 
Coast Presbyterian Church in December.

“It’s been a journey that would not 
have been possible, but for the support 
of [wife] Heather who has stood by me 
through thick and thin. And our four 
children who have been key members of 
my congregation since birth,” says Mark.

Mark says he was called to the role, 
describing “A profound sense of God’s 
calling on my life to be a messenger 
of God’s grace and love not because 
of any goodness of my own but as one 
who knows the need for grace,” he said. 
“Ministry is not a job anyone would 
choose, it is that which you cannot, not 
respond to.”

He was ordained in 1975 and has been 
a constant presence in both the Clevedon 
and Maraetai communities ever since. 
His ministry began on Christmas Day 
1975 at Maraetai, before he rushed back 
to Clevedon for another service. 

“So from the beginning I have been 
involved with rural and suburban,” he 
says. “In those days rural congregations 
had declined for a number of reasons 
but those who made up the congregation 
were best described as loyal, faithful, 

dependable. Maraetai at the time was a 
younger congregation, just as faithful 
but more transient. It was when families 
from the urban fringe started coming 
to Clevedon for church that it began to 
grow and expand. I guess the differences 
between urban and rural no longer are a 
feature of church life.”

One moment in particular stands out as 
a turning point in Mark’s ministry. About 
ten years into his service, he found himself 
overwhelmed by the demands of leading 
three congregations.

“I was driving home to Clevedon and 
thought, if I just drove into a power pole, 
the pressure would be gone,” he said. “It 
was a wake-up call. I got home, cancelled 
all my meetings and took our two eldest 
children to see ‘The Return of the Jedi.’ 
I remember weeping in the movie and a 
sense of God’s overwhelming love for me. 
Since then I began to develop a ministry 
to ministers and church leaders who were 
in danger of burning out.”

Looking back over five decades, Mark 
notes the changing face of church life.

“There has probably been a shift from 
churches as places of quietness and 
reflection to places of entertainment, not so 
much in what are called mainline churches 
but certainly in newer ‘contemporary’ 
congregations,” he said. “High quality 
music and hymn writing has devolved 

into something less profound and less 
spiritually sustaining. In the best of cases, 
I think congregations have become places 
of hope and sanctuary for broken people 
such as we all are.”

Mark is not sure that the church has 
evolved over time, alongside changing 
community needs and social attitudes.

“Has it evolved? I’m not sure,” he 
said. “It was originally a community of 
grace and welcome and hospitality, a 
people who had an overwhelming sense

of love for one another, non judgmental, 
unprejudiced, dying to self that others 
might live. Maybe it has devolved in 
that at worst we are more judgemental in 
many ways.”

Retirement is not on the cards, he says.
“My brother-in-law keeps asking me 

when I’m going to retire. I tell him, the 
morning I don’t wake up! It’s not a cliché 
when I say that I’ll do what I believe God 
has called me to until in God’s will it is 
done. And that’s exciting.”

Have your say on improvements to the
waste bylaw
Auckland Council is proposing improvements to the waste bylaw and controls to help
minimise public nuisance, health and safety risks and waste to landfill.

Most proposed changes will have limited noticeable impact on people’s day-to-day
waste activities while some changes only impact waste collectors and facilities.

The proposed changes include:

• updating council waste collectors licence rules by removing the current 20 tonne
exemption, adding exemptions for incidental waste (for example waste from a
landscape gardener) and simplifying and clarifying the licensing framework

• expanding council waste facility licence rule to include additional facilities such
as cleanfills, scrap metal dealers, e-waste facilities, and food and garden waste
facilities, but at the same time limiting the focus of the licence to data collection

• expanding options for how people can dispose of waste (for example, soft plastics
drop-offs at supermarkets)

• adding rules to ensure waste is appropriately stored and contained onsite, and rules
about waste collection from private properties

• removing rules that are unnecessary, unused or duplicated (for example, using
the Auckland Unitary Plan to address waste for multi-unit developments and
composting)

• better explaining rules about approved containers, waste deposited in different
containers, types of prohibited, recyclable and food scrap waste, discarding waste in
public waste bins, and adding rules about waste collection from private properties

• transferring relevant rules for abandoned shopping trolleys, waste plans for events,
donation collection bin approvals and placing flyers on vehicles to other bylaws.

Other key aspects of the current bylaw and controls are proposed to be retained, and the
proposal does not include specific rules for construction and demolition waste.

through the first 72 hours of an emergency. 
Pōhutukawa Coast CRT leader Nick 

Cockerell says the new equipment will 
strengthen the CRT’s volunteer capacity, 
which in turn will reduce reliance on 
emergency services such as Fire and 
Emergency NZ and Police, enabling them 
to attend the more serious incidents. 

“The idea is that we can free up our local 
fire brigades to focus on life-threatening 
or dangerous situations in the event of a 
natural disaster or emergency,” says Nick. 
“Having AMI Insurance come in and 
support us in the way they have is truly 
transformational. It gives us the ability 
to go out there and protect people and 
property more effectively.” 

The CRT’s volunteers will undergo 
thorough training in the use of the new 

equipment. New members are always 
welcome and CRT(NZ) is also looking for 
a local business to sponsor CRT(NZ) to 
assist with operational cost - contact team.
leader@pccrt.org.nz to find out more.

An AMI spokesperson says the 
organisation believes that New Zealand 
communities can do more to prepare for 
the impact of extreme weather through 
risk mitigation and preparedness planning.

“We are delighted to support the 
Pōhutukawa Coast Community Response 
Trust (PCCRT), a highly organised group 
of local residents motivated to support 
their community when needed. This 
expert EPOD set-up now means that 
the team can help townships around the 
Pōhutukawa Coast to take action when 
severe weather strikes.”

Beachlands Franklin Vets has been 
open all the way through the holidays, 
looking after your pets in all sorts of 
situations. As everyone settles into 
their regular routines, lots of our local 
dogs are settling back into routines of 
their own! We have great options for 
doggy daycare here on the Pōhutukawa 
Coast. However, there are still plenty 
of dogs who are kept at home through 
the day, and sometimes issues such 
as separation anxiety or destructive 
behaviours can rear their head at this 
time of year. 

People often think the only way to keep 
your dog happy and relaxed at home 
is to tire them out with a long walk first 
thing in the morning. But there are many 
more ways to keep your beloved pets 
happy and busy!

A LickiMat is a great option. It is a food-
safe flexible tray into which you smear 
wet food. It can keep dogs entertained 
for a long time. Kong toys are similar. 
They are heavy-duty toys (that are safe 
on the teeth) that have a hollow interior. 
There are robust versions as well as 

softer versions for puppies. They can 
be filled with dog safe foods, e.g. soft/
wet dog food, small amounts of plain 
yoghurt, dog-safe peanut butter, and 
so much more! A fun tip to make these 
tasty treats last even longer is to put 
them in the freezer beforehand. When 
you leave on a hot day it’s a tasty treat 
that will keep them cool and entertained 
while you’re gone.

Another way to keep them entertained 
is to use one of the best tools they have, 
their nose! Only ten minutes of mental 
stimulation and sniffing is equivalent to 
an hour of walking! You could hide their 
treats through the house as a treasure 
hunt, or could consider a snuffle mat. 
You could DIY this by taking a blanket 
or towel, place treats across it, then roll 
it up. Another great investment would 
be a puzzle toy; you can get many 
different kinds ranging from beginners 
to advanced.

For some dogs, it may also help to 
leave the TV or radio on while you’re 
not home. The noise can help mask 
outside noise that might trigger barking 
or anxiety. Noises from the TV or radio 
can offer visual and auditory stimulation 
which can help minimise mischievous

behaviour.  Bluey is a great option, as 
it has colours dogs can see.
Another good  option would be to 

send your dog to some form of doggy 
daycare. It’s amazing for mental 
and physical stimulation as well as 
socialisation. They’re able to experience 

so many different smells, humans and 
furry friends. We also have plenty of 
local dog walkers. There are loads of 
great options in the Pōhutukawa Coast 
community!
