Quarry shares expansion plans

Stevenson hosted a quarry open day for invited guests on 
Friday 20 March to present the company’s plans to expand 
its Clevedon Quarry. This was followed the next day by a 
community information day, attended by about 40 people, 
held at the Clevedon Showgrounds.

The McNicol Road site has operated under various 
ownership since since the late 1970s. It supplies greywacke 
aggregate used in construction, across various infrastructure, 
roading and residential projects. 

Stevenson has operated the quarry since 2019, following 
resource consent approval to quarry 3 million tonnes of 
aggregate per year over 35 years.

Now the company hopes to expand the quarrying area, 
to extend the life of the quarry to 50 years. Stevenson says 
there will be no increase in truck movements or hours of 
operation, and that the consented amount of 3 million tonnes 
of aggregate per year will remain the same.  

“The quarry has been part of the region for over 50 years, 
and long-term certainty is needed to set the quarry up for 

the next 50 years of responsible operation.  We will need 
to significantly invest in the quarry’s development and 
infrastructure to ensure continuing safe operations and 
effective measures to minimise any potential impacts on our 
environment and local community,” says Stevenson General 
Manager Ben Hussey.

“It’s important to note that Stevenson is not seeking to 
increase the rate of extraction, nor the number of truck 
movements to and from the site. The site entrance, use of 
McNicol Road and the hours of operation will all remain the 
same as the existing 2018 resource consents.”  

The expansion would lead to some ecological loss, which 
Stevenson proposes to mitigate by way of planting throughout 
the site and along the riparian margins of retained streams.

Visitors to the community open day were able to view large 
format maps of the intended future quarry operation area and

As we move into 2026, we remain 
committed to working alongside our 
community to create meaningful 
opportunities, strong connections, and 
positive outcomes for all.

This month the average speed safety 
cameras will be switched on along 
Whitford Road, with fines for speeding 
expected to be issued from 14 April. 

The cameras are designed to reduce 
speeding and lower the risk of serious or 
fatal crashes. They work by measuring 
how long it takes a vehicle to travel 
between two or more cameras and 
calculating the driver’s average speed. If 
that speed is over the limit, a fine may be 
issued. Drivers travelling at or below the 
speed limit will not be fined. 

Advance warning signs will be installed 
before the camera zone. 

According to Waka Kotahi NZ Transport 
Agency, similar cameras overseas have 
proven effective in reducing deaths and 
serious injuries.

Maraetai resident Vivienne Williams and 
a team of supporters have just completed 
the equivalent of a swim around Aotearoa.

Prompted by daughter Abbey’s diagnosis 
of ulcerative colitis last year, Vivienne 
launched a one-year swimming challenge 
to raise awareness and funds for Crohn’s 
& Colitis NZ. The aim was to collectively 
swim the length of New Zealand’s 
coastline – 15,134 kilometres – in one 
calendar year.

“As a parent I felt helpless witnessing 
my daughter dealing with the symptoms of 
ulcerative colitis and desperately wanted 
to do something to help,” Vivienne says. 
“I saw an article on Breakfast TV one 

morning about two guys in Christchurch 
who had swum every single day of 
the year for one year and that got me 
thinking.”

A former competitive swimmer in her 
teens, Vivienne decided a swimming 
challenge could be her way of helping 
others living with inflammatory bowel 
disease, while also raising awareness of 
the condition. Vivienne rallied a team of 
114 swimmers who offered to don their 
swimming caps in support of the cause 
- most from Auckland, but others from 
Christchurch, Wellington, Palmerston 
North, Hawkes Bay and even Greece.

Not all swimmers stayed the distance,

but together the group has achieved their 
goal, completing 15,134 kilometres last 
weekend.

Abbey has been a constant source of 
encouragement throughout the year, says 
Vivienne. 

“Abbey has been so supportive of the 
swim challenge. She has helped spread 
the word as we have been going along and 
also recruiting new swimmers to join me.”

It wasn’t always plain sailing. Winter 
brought icy conditions,  with sea 
temperatures dropping to 12 degrees. “The 
brain freeze for the first few minutes of 
the winter swims was a new experience!” 
Vivienne laughs. “That said, I also had 
some of my favourite swims during 
that time. The cold water becomes quite 
addictive – I felt I became a cold water 
junkie.”

Joining the local open water group 
‘At The Buoys’, who regularly swim at 
Maraetai, proved to be a turning point. “I 
have met so many wonderful new friends 
and it’s swimming with these guys that 
made the difficult swims more enjoyable 
and fun.”

There were mixed emotions as Vivienne 
celebrated crossing the finish line in 
Maraetai last weekend. “I was super 
excited... but I also feel a bit sad that the 
challenge has come to an end. But I intend 
to keep swimming for as long as I will be 
physically able to.”

To date, Vivienne’s challenge has 
raised $2,660 for Crohn’s & Colitis 
NZ.

“We welcome the interest from the 
community and the opportunity to share 
our plans.  We will continue to be part of 
this neighbourhood for the long haul, and 
we want to ensure our plans to develop the 
quarry are robust and provide long-term 
clarity to the community, said Mr Hussey.

McNicol Road widening
Under the 2018 resource consent, limits 

were placed on truck movements until 
McNicol Road was widened between 

Tourist Road and Clevedon Quarry, and 
the provision of a 1.5m wide unsealed 
pathway alongside McNicol Road. This 
provision will remain the same under the 
expansion plans proposed. 

Stevenson says it has been working with 
Auckland Transport for over five years to 
obtain approval for these works, and that it 
believes the company is now “very close” 
to receiving approval to undertake the 
work. Once approval is formally received, 
Stevenson will need to liaison with Vector 
regarding the relocation of power poles, 
and with Auckland Council to remove 
some trees within the road reserve.

Don’t let the long list of ingredients fool you - this is super easy and proof that salad 
doesn’t need to be boring. It’s creamy, fresh, flavourful and has the most tender 
chicken ever.  Serves 6.

Satay chicken salad recipe

Chicken marinade:
2 large chicken breasts
3/4 cup warm chicken stock
2 Tbsp peanut butter
1 tsp honey
Juice of 1/2 a lime
2 Tbsp soy sauce
1 tsp cumin powder
1tsp turmeric powder
2 tsp curry powder
1/3 cup (80ml) coconut milk
Salt and pepper to taste

Dressing:
2 Tbsp peanut butter
1 tsp honey
1/2 a lime juice
1 Tbsp soy sauce
1 tsp curry powder
1/3 cup (80ml) coconut milk
2 Tbsp sweet chili sauce  
Salt and pepper to taste
1/2 tsp garlic powder

Salad:
100g Vermicelli rice noodles
2 carrots  
1 cucumber
300-400g mung bean sprouts
½ fresh chili (optional)
 
Method:
1.	 In a large bowl combine the warm 

chicken stock, honey and peanut 

butter. Mix until dissolved. Add all 
other marinade ingredients to the 
bowl and mix until combined. Cut 
chicken breasts in half and add into 
bowl. Let marinate for at least 1 hour.

2.	 Preheat oven to 180°C fan bake.
3.	 Once marinated, place the chicken 

including all the marinade sauce into 
an oven safe dish with edges. Cook 
chicken for 25 minutes, flip over 
halfway through. Ensure chicken is 
cooked all the way through, it may 
take more or less time depending 
on size.

4.	 While the chicken is cooking, in 
a bowl combine all the dressing 
ingredients. Set aside for now.

5.	 Cover vermicelli noodles in hot 
water, let sit for 10 minutes until clear 
and soft. Rinse under cold water. 
Place these into a large bowl.

6.	 Grate your carrots, finely slice 
cucumber (I like to use a peeler to 
do this) and dice the chili into small 
pieces. Once done place into the 
large bowl with vermicelli and add 
mung bean sprouts.

7.	 Pour the dressing into the salad bowl 
and give it a good mix.

8.	 Once the chicken is done, cut it into 
fine strips and add to the bowl.

9.	 Mix it all up, and it’s ready to serve.
10.	Enjoy!
