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Teen shooter hits the mark at NZ and
World Clay Shooting Championships

Fifteen-year-old Cameron Dickens is already making
his mark on the international clay target shooting scene,
recently finishing second at the New Zealand National DTL
Championships and placing fifth and tenth overall at the
ICTSF World DTL Championships.

Cameron, who lives in Brookby and attends Botany Downs
Secondary College, has been around shooting since he was
young. “From a young age [ have always gone duck shooting
with my dad, I would try to call them in and he would shoot
them,” he says.

Cameron’s competitive journey began at age 12, when
he joined the Auckland Metropolitan Clay Target Club in
Pukekohe and began representing his school in interschool
Down the Line (DTL) competitions.

Now the sole member of his school’s shooting team,
Cameron trains weekly at the Pukekohe club while competing
nationally as an individual. This year, New Zealand
hosted both the NZ National DTL Championships and the
ICTSF World DTL Championship, attracting close to 500
competitors from around 10 countries. Cameron competed
in the Open B Grade and Junior (under 21) categories.

The Nationals alone drew nearly 400 shooters, with many
international competitors using the event as preparation for
the world championships.

“Having never shot at these events in the past, it was difficult
to know what to expect and to keep calm when surrounded
by international competitors,” he says.

“I was a bit shocked to be honest, there was a high standard
of competition and a lot of the international competitors used
the NZ National event as their warm up/practice for the World
Championship. I was the only junior member from our club
to travel, so it was isolating not knowing many people, but
a great opportunity to meet those that had travelled from
overseas. [t was awesome winning a medal!”

While pleased with his silver medal at nationals, he is more
reflective about the world championships.

“I was a little disappointed with my results at the ICTSF
World Championship event as I was in third place at one
stage. These events are long and having to shoot 100 targets
a day is tiring, and by the last day I was feeling it. My final
shoot off wasn’t my best, but I was the youngest person in
the shoot off, and one of the youngest at the overall event.”

Support has been key to his success. Cameron credits coach
Brendon Cochrane, along with Gavin Paton, president of
Auckland Metropolitan Clay Target Club, for their guidance,
as well as senior shooters who offered advice in Christchurch,
including Andrew Muirhead. His parents and grandparents
have been a key part of his ability to train and attend events.

He encourages other young people to consider taking up
the sport. “Definitely give it a go, it is an expensive sport
(like many others), it is about concentration and focus and it
definitely helps develop skill across other areas of shooting,
like when I am out duck hunting with dad or at home on the
farm with pest control, I never miss a shot.”

ANZAC Day 2026

ANZAC Day 2026 will be my last as
the Member of Parliament for Papakura
and will be a day of many memories for
me. | have attended the Dawn Service
and the 9am Service at the Papakura-
Karaka Cenotaph and the 11am Drury
War Memorial Service and at other
War Memorials for ANZAC Day many
times.

I greatly appreciate that many residents
of Papakura and beyond, faithfully
attend these Services year after year, to
remember their brave family members
and all our brave defence personnel and
the non-military people who have served
and sadly many of them are now gone
but never forgotten.

It has been a privilege to give speeches
at ANZAC Day Dawn Services and to
stand with many representatives of our
New Zealand Defence Forces to clap
our brave past and present Army, Navy
and Airforce personnel as they parade
in honour of their comrades.

Our Anzac Day commemorations were

originally designed to remember those
who fell at Gallipoli. But increasingly
New Zealanders are using the occasion to
remember and honour all who have served
New Zealand in conflicts since then.

In 2023 my colleagues and I made a
commitment to honour the sacrifice and
service of all veterans, to ensure they
receive the recognition and support they
deserve.

In February this year, an Amendment
updating The Anzac Day Act 1966 was
passed to allow for recognition and
commemoration under the Act to be more
inclusive. Now the Act covers all people
who have served New Zealand in time of
war or in warlike conflicts in the past and
in the future, including in non-military
roles and other ways not covered by the
original Act.

Specifically, the Amendment states there
will be a Day in commemoration of the
part taken by New Zealand servicemen and
servicewomen in six specified conflicts
(from the South African War to the war in
South Vietnam) and in memory of people

This was when the Clevedon Protection
Society 2017 was formed.

The incentive for the formation of
the Clevedon Protection Society was
community safety and increased truck
movements. Indeed community safety
was one of the foundations of our appeal
to the Environment Court in 2017.

The resulting judgement of the
Environment Court was that 141
conditions were imposed on the operation
of the Clevedon Quarry. It is important for
the Clevedon community to be aware of

the quarry conditions of operation.

Among those conditions (as Stevenson’s
noted) are limits on truck movements until
McNicol Road is widened. Once this is
complete, the quarry is then permitted an
average of 900 truck movements per day.

Other conditions include:

Beachlands resident Jo Beasley is
delighted to be living her dream as an
internationally-published children’s book
illustrator - and she’s even earning a living
from it!

“As achild I lived in my imagination and
art was my favourite subject,” says Jo. “I
was always drawing fairies and witches
and goblins and (weirdly) palm trees. |
dreamed of being a book illustrator.

“The years went by and somehow I
found myself doing every job under the
sun except illustration which always sat on
the backburner as a ‘one day’. The closest
I got to it was being a graphic designer
which wasn’t quite as fun.”

It was a message from old school friend,
Jo van der Borgh, asking if she would
like to collaborate on a picture book, that
finally set her on the path to becoming an
illustrator.

“That was the firm nudge | needed and
so The Terrakeet was born!”

The Terrakeet is written by Jo van der
Borgh and has been published by Walker
Books Australia, with Candlewick Press
releasing it in the United States - both
versions in hardcover. This year, The
Terrakeet will be published in a paperback
version which Jo hopes will make it
accessible to a lot more children.

Seeing the finished book for the first time
was “magic”, she says.

“I remember seeing the box from my
publisher at my front door and getting a
rush of butterflies in my stomach as I took
out the first book, touching the cover with
its beautifully embossed title, fanning the
pages to breathe in that new book smell,
then slowly going through the pictures,

my pictures! It was kind of surreal.”

It took about two and a half years from
the initial contract signing to the moment
Jo first held the published copy in her
hand.

“Publishing is a really slow process,”
she says.

The response to the hardcover edition
has been positive. “It’s had some great
reviews including a starred review from
School Library Journal.”

[lustration is now her main occupation.
“I’m lucky to call it my day job, alongside
a bit of admin for our family business
and taking on other occasional custom
illustration jobs.”

Jo isn’t sure that there is any special
trick to telling a story visually, but says
that emotional expression and visual flow
are key.

“Being able to understand your
character’s emotions through their
facial expressions and body language is
important. In The Terrakeet there is a big
growl that goes over a few pages in the
middle which kids and parents (especially
dads) love to read really loudly! It makes
for fun storytelling.”

She hopes children notice the fine details
in her illustrations - like the crabs and
snails and things in the background, such
as hairy trees.

The book has received good reviews,
including a starred review from School
Library Journal. Feedback has also
been great from her readers. She has
collaborated with her friend Jo on a new
book due to be released this July, called
The Frumpling, and there are a few more
books in the pipeline too.
