Beachlands School students Fenix 
Wong, Savanna Robinson and Maggie 
Leckie couldn’t keep the smiles off their 
faces last Thursday, after learning they had 
won first place in the Junior category at the 
national TOI wearable arts competition.

Winning a hotly-contested national 
competition was a huge achievement for 
the girls, says teacher and wearable arts 
mentor Emma Klokie.  “Until this year, 
none of them had ever used a sewing 
machine before. They had to learn 
everything, including how to hand-stitch 
the reflective decorations on the outfit.” 
Emma says the girls began working on 
their costume early this year. 

“They had their idea from the start, they 
knew exactly what they wanted to do,” 
she says.

The result was ‘Bear’ - an imaginary 
friend who gives warm fuzzy hugs, and 
literally lights up the world (with hand-
sewn in lights) with love and kindness.

Kracka came in to see 
us after a trip to one 
of our local beaches. 
He had run up to one 
of the locals fishing 
and eaten something 
off the ground near 
whe re  t hey  we re 
standing. His owner 
was confident it was a 
baited fishhook, as too 
late they noticed him 
hurriedly swallowing 
some line! 

A f t e r  a  t ho rough 
clinical examination, 
our vet sedated him to 
take X-rays of his abdomen. The fishhook was immediately obvious, and we put 
him under general anaesthetic and performed exploratory abdominal surgery 
to find where in the intestines the fishhook was sitting.

The surgery went very well, and the hook was removed. Kracka was incredibly 
lucky he hadn’t eaten too much line, as long stretches of material like wool or 
fishing line can make intestinal surgery very difficult. 

Throughout the whole journey, Kracka remained such a good boy and had 
a steady recovery. After all his post-operative care, revisits, and some well-
deserved TLC, he’s now back to his happy, energetic self.
