Nowhere is safe - Huinua proposed
managed fill could set a dangerous
precedent for local areas if approved
by Government’s Fast-Track panel

That was the message we gave to locals
attending a second public meeting at
Hiinua Hall last Friday (20 February).

We understand the developer behind
the Jones Road, Hunua managed fill
proposal is contemplating going down
the Fast-Track route. If they get the
green light, all semi-rural areas in
New Zealand will be under threat and
any farmland bordering cities such as
Auckland will be targeted. Clevedon,
Kawakawa Bay, Paparimu, Ararimu
communities will all be vulnerable.

On 9 February, Auckland Council
emailed submitters to say the developer
had paused Resource Consent (RC)
proceedings, just two weeks out from the
hearing. Days later HAPVRA learned
the developer was considering applying
via the Fast-Track option.

According to the Fast-Track website,
the permanent approval process is
for new infrastructure, housing and
development projects with significant
regional or national benefits. We don’t
believe the proposed Jones Rd fill -

which involves dumping 790,000 cubic
metres of soil and construction waste on
a hill off the main road over the next 10
years - fits those requirements. Firstly,
there’s an oversupply of quarries in
the South Auckland region: Winstone
Aggregates’ Hiinua Quarry is just five
kilometres from the proposed new site
and Stevenson’s Quarry is a short drive
away in Drury. Secondly the proposed
private fill provides no economic benefit
to Hunua.

According to the Fast-Track website,
recently approved projects include
major expansion to Drury Quarry, Mill
Road construction, and residential and
commercial development in Drury. These
all have merit.

So far, no new managed fills on farmland
have been approved under the Fast-Track
process. If the Jones Rd, Hunua fill is
approved, it will create a major precedent.

We don’t believe the Government had
destruction of farmland in the gateway to
the iconic Hinua Ranges in mind when
this new legislation was passed at the
end of 2024.

We hope Minister for Infrastructure
Chris Bishop won’t refer the Hiinua
proposed fill for the Fast-Track process,

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especially given that a RC hearing was
just two weeks away, both Watercare and
Auckland Council recommended refusal,
and more than 500 residents opposed the
submission.

Ifthe developer decides against perusing
the Fast-Track option, they can return to
the RC hearing process, provided they
resume proceedings by 21 May.

In the meantime, we’re working to
get the message out to a nationwide
audience: fill belongs in quarries, not
on farmland.

is organising monthly meetings where
community representatives from all local
groups can come together and discuss the
area’s needs and wants, and to perhaps
work together collaboratively towards
possible solutions.

“Rather than try to resurrect a new entity
like the [previous] Pohutukawa Coast
Community Association, the board is
running regular meetings to keep the local
community up to date, so that we can
understand what the Pohutukawa Coast
wants, and know that we are on track,”
says Alix.

“We’re going to get a lot more information
and collaboration than we have had.”

The board will set up a Facebook
networking group for local organisations,
where it can share events and information,
says Alix.

Last week Alix and fellow local board
member Amanda Hopkins held three
sessions which were well attended by
various community representatives.

Going forward, the board plans to hold
monthly community meetings on Tuesday
evenings.

One of the key issues the area faces is
a lack of community space where groups
can meet. Pressure is mounting on existing
facilities such as the Log Cabin, local
churches, halls and other venues who
are generally fully booked at peak (after
school) times.

The board will soon begin operating the
Beachlands Hall as a shared space which
will include the Beachlands Library, and
will be staffed by council employees a
few hours each week. The old library
on Second View Ave will be tidied up to
provide another space that can be used by
community groups.

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Franklin Vets advice: Fighting Fleas Together

- by Franklin Vets

This time of year, is often one of the worst
for fleas in this very hot humid weather
they thrive in! Fleas are a common
misconception that if you have fleas, you
have a dirty environment — this is simply
not true!

This year we have had countless clients
come in with a flea problem, both on
their pet and in the environment. One
case that has stuck out is Bob! Bob is
a 5-year-old ginger cat whose owners
noticed what they described as small red
tinged droplets on his bed where he slept,
upon closer look they noticed hundreds
of fleas in his fur. They also noticed him
over grooming around his ears, tails and
lower back and him “spinning quickly” to
nibble his fur.

Shocked by their discovery his owners
brought him down to the clinic in need of
some help to control the issue. Some of
our recommendations were:

* Applying an over-the-counter
veterinary recommended flea
treatment to his skin. Some of our
favourites being NexGard Spectra
(a 4 weekly, topical treatment for
fleas/ticks/mites and all worms),
Bravecto spot on (a 3 monthly topical
treatment for fleas and ticks) or
Revolution Plus (a 4 weekly topical
treatment). Each having their own

pros, cons and contraindications,
which we will always work with the
owner to help decide which is best
for their pet).
Vacuuming daily, moving furniture to
get everywhere
Washing all the bedding in a hot
wash (animals and humans)
If there is bark in the backyard
replacing it as fleas love to live in
bark
Doing a flea bomb around the house
(Our favourite is Indorex)
Flea treating all other animals in the
house.
Some common signs your pet may have
fleas are:
*  Flea dirt on your pet
ltchy pets
Spinning quickly to nibble fur
Overgrooming
Bald patches or raised red areas
Scabs on the skin (In some cases
animals may have what we call
flea allergy dermatitis, which is an
allergic reaction to the flea’s saliva
when they bite)
Bites on humans, particularly kids
Tapeworms.
If your animal has fleas, it is highly
recommended we also treat them with an
all wormer, such as Endogard, Drontal or
