Maraetai resident Steve Wilson’s 
commitment to athletes competing in the 
Special Olympics sport of powerlifting 
was recognised at the Howick Sports 
Awards held this month. Steve edged out 
three other finalists to win the Official of 
the Year award.

Steve established powerlifting as a 
sport at the Special Olympics Howick-
Pakuranga club in 2015, and has been 
instrumental in ensuring that athletes 
get every opportunity to compete in 
both mainstream and Special Olympics 
powerlifting events throughout the 
country. Since joining the club in 2015, 
he has filled the role of sport manager, 
running weekly training sessions at a gym 
and managing the volunteers required to 
support the Special Olympics powerlifting 
athletes with their training. 

As  wel l  as  o rganis ing  regula r 
competitions, he has worked behind 
the scenes to ensure Special Olympics 
powerlifters get the opportunity to 
compete within their own category 
at mainstream powerlifting events, 
competing at top level under the same 
rules and conditions as mainstream 
competitors. He was successful in getting 
Special Olympics powerlifters a session 
at the 2022 Commonwealth Powerlifting 
Championships in Auckland, alongside 
top mainstream lifters from around the 

world. 
He followed this up one week later at 

the Special Olympics New Zealand 2023 
National Summer Games in Hamilton, 
where he set up a bespoke system which 
was used to successfully record different 
divisions for athletes and calculate their 
placings.

In recent years, he was instrumental in 
initiating and facilitating the Memorandum 
of Understanding between the New 

Zealand Powerlifting Federation and 
Special Olympics NZ.

Steve says: “It’s a privilege to have one 
foot in Special Olympics and the other in 
the New Zealand Powerlifting Federation, 
to be able to give Special Olympic 
athletes an authentic and technically 
correct competition experience and also to 
provide opportunities for them to compete 
in mainstream powerlifting events.”

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Martin MacKenzie is passionate about 
keeping people safe.

The Beachlands resident has launched an 
initiative which aims to keep cyclists seen 
on our roads, by giving away heart-shaped 
LED bike lights.

Since posting on the local Grapevine 
page recently, Martin says he has been 
inundated with messages from people 
wanting to get their hands on the bike 
lights. 

He says his desire to help other people 
stems from a tragedy ten years ago, when 
his 23-year-old son died in a crash with a 
drunk driver on Chapel Road.

Shortly afterwards Martin began 
volunteering for Victim Support, 
accompanying Police when they 
visited families of people who had died 
unexpectedly. 

“My friends used to say, ‘how do you do 
that?’” says Martin.

“I would just be there to offer practical 
and emotional support. I would help by 
consoling them, and working through any 
issues.  When I was there with victims, I 
had the empathy and the knowledge, but 
I could never make it about me - it was 
always about helping them.”

Martin admits he “saw the worst of 
everything” in the role, but that helping 
others is something he gets a lot of 
satisfaction out of.

He and wife Tania, with their two sons, 
moved to Beachlands a couple of years 

ago.
“We love it here. But I think people here 

get a bit complacent sometimes, thinking 
it’s just a nice quiet place so there’s no 
need to wear cycling helmets or have 
lights on bikes.”

One day while he was searching online 
at AliExpress.com, he came across some 
heart shaped LED lights, and the idea 
was born.

“The lights are brilliant, they are simple, 
inexpensive, and rechargeable.”

Now when he sees people out cycling on 
the road who aren’t very visible, he will 
stop them and hand them a light.

“They’re always really receptive,” he 
says.

Martin is now offering the lights to 
anyone who wants them. Most people 
offer to pay the $6 wholesale cost for 
them, but he is happy to give them away 
to anyone who can’t afford to buy one.

Martin says he would like to take the 
campaign even further if he can find a 
local business or individual willing to 
help him shoulder the load of purchasing 
more of the lights. “I’d like to go into our 
local schools and hand one out to every 
student,” he says.
