What’s that smell?!

An unwelcome visitor to Pine Harbour and Sunkist Bay 
coastlines is a naturally occurring algae, according to 
Auckland Council.

Warmer sea temperatures, plenty of light, calm weather 
and sufficient nutrients are thought to have contributed to a 
recent bloom of foul-smelling cyanobacteria Okeania spp.

The green and black algae washed up on Waiheke Island 
and at Algies Bay in October and November last year, and 
in January was found on beaches near Pine Harbour Marina 
and Sunkist Bay.

Last year large quantities of the algae were found on Waiheke 
Island and at Kawakawa Bay.

Auckland Council says there is no need for concern about 
the algae, but suggests people avoid touching it as it could 
lead to skin, eye and respiratory irritations. Dog owners are 
also urged to keep their dogs away from the algae.

The smelly algal blooms are common in spring and summer, 
and occur most often in shallow, productive coasts.

Prime Ministers Space Prize 
winners announced 

At Christmas, the inaugural winners of 
the Prime Minister’s Space Prizes 2024 
were announced. These awards were 
established to recognise and encourage 
innovative expertise and rising talent in 
the space industry and also to showcase 
the depth and breadth of talent in New 
Zealand’s dynamic space and advanced 
aviation sectors.

I am pleased to advise that Robin 
McNeill MNZM, the founder and chief 
executive of SpaceOps New Zealand, 
has been awarded the Prime Minister’s 
Space Prize for Professional Excellence. 
Robin has designed and built ground 
stations in Antarctica, Tokelau and 
Southland and has played a critical 
role in deepening New Zealand’s space 
relationship with the European Space 
Agency. 

Robin supervises post-graduate 
students undertaking space research 
and SpaceOps New Zealand employs 
undergraduate engineering students 
in summer jobs. Robin has been 
responsible for growing a pipeline of 
engineers and employees who have 

the necessary skills and experience to 
deliver future impact projects.

The other Prime Minister’s space 
prize has gone to two outstanding high 
school students. Cairo Akehurst, from 
Christchurch’s Cashmere High School, 
and Tianyi Mathur, from Wellington’s 
Scots College, have jointly won the 
Prime Minister’s Space Prize for Student 
Endeavour. 

Cairo has established a start-up 
company called Cattle Credit that uses 
satellite data to track cow methane 
emissions. This innovative product will 
allow farmers to measure their success 
in producing low-emissions meat and 
dairy products and then compare their 
results with other farms and against the 
national average.

Tianyi Mathur was in Year 13 at 
Wellington’s Scots College when she 
submitted her winning research project 
focused on how cells communicate with 
each other to create organised patterns 
and she has developed a computer 
simulation to mimic this process. 

Practical applications of this could 
include developing new materials that 
could organise or repair themselves 
automatically in spacecraft or in 
extraterrestrial environments!

These Space Prize winners have 
exciting futures ahead of them within 
New Zealand’s space and advanced 

aviation sectors.
Government takes steps to reduce 

card fees for Kiwis
I am sure many of you will welcome 

the announcement by Commerce and 
Consumer Affairs Minister Andrew 
Bayly that the Commerce Commission 
is working to reduce Paywave or 
surcharge card fees at the checkout by 
an estimated $260 million a year. 

Credit and debit card fees are a pain 
for consumers and currently it’s hard for 
Kiwis to know what fees are reasonable 
and fair. 

The Commerce Commission has a 
plan to reduce and standardise the fees 
that business incur when accepting Visa 
and Mastercard card payments. We can 
expect to pay 50 per cent lower fees 
and more consistent fees, once the plan 
is operational from around mid-2025.

New Years Honours 2025
Mr Barry de Geest is Papakura’s New 

Years Honours recipient of a KSO 
and I warmly congratulate him for 
the incredible service he has given to 
the community and in particular the 
opportunities that his work has provided 
to disabled people.

Mr de Geest was born with severe 
physical impairments due to thalidomide 
and has been advocating for the rights of 
disabled people for more than 40 years.

Mr  de  Gees t  co - founded  the 
Renaissance Group in 2001 which helps 
disabled people to live independently 
and to find employment. It is now one of 
the largest supported independent living 
providers in New Zealand. 

Mr de Geest has been Chair of the 
Kaikaranga Holdings (formerly Taikura 
Trust) Board since 2019 and the Co-
Chair of Auckland Council’s Disability 
Advisory Panel since 2023 and a member 
of the Transformation Management 
Board with the Ministry of Disabled 
People. He has  served as the Disability 
Advisor to the Health Advisory 
Committee Secretariat and Ministry of 
Health, as well as Chief Executive of 
the Manawatū CCS Disability Action 
branch and the Wellington Disability 
Resource Centre. Mr de Geest has 
also served as Chairperson of the 
New Zealand Powerchair Football 
Association. 

He is truly deserving of the KSO and 
I am grateful for the inspiring example 
of life that Mr de Geest lives.

People travelling by bus from Beachlands 
to Botany will save $1.65 on each trip 
from 2 February. The fare will reduce 
from $4.45 to $2.80 per journey as part of 
an Auckland Transport overhaul of public 
transport pricing structures.

The news is not so good for ferry users, 
with fares set to increase by up to $1.40 
per journey.

Auckland Transport says it is simplifying 
its zone systems and fare structure across 
buses, trains and ferries – the biggest 
change since 2016.

Fewer zones will simplify the system, 
which will also result in fare decreases 
for some travellers, particularly those 
travelling the longest distance. However 
the annual public transport fare adjustment 
means there will be an increase in many 
fares, ranging between 15 and 25 cents 
for each bus and train journey, or 20c to 
$1.40 for ferry journeys or a weighted 
average 5.2%.

AT Director Public Transport and Active 
Modes, Stacey van der Putten says this 
annual review of public transport fares is 
needed to offset substantial increases in 
operating costs.

“We know any increases add to people’s 
cost of living and so these are carefully 
considered, however the cost of running, 
maintaining and investing in Auckland’s 

public transport network is also increasing 
and we need to keep up with this,” says 
Van der Putten.

“During the COVID-19 pandemic we 
had two years when we didn’t increase 
Auckland’s public transport fares despite 
a sharp increase in operating costs and 
we’re now effectively playing catch-up.

“When we consider fare changes like 
this, we aim to strike a fair balance 
between the share of public transport costs 
our passengers pay and the share paid by 
ratepayers and taxpayers. Alongside this 
annual fare adjustment, we will continue 
to investigate options to increase public 
transport income from commercial 
sources other than fares.

“Increasing non-fare revenue is 
something the government expects from 
public transport authorities like Auckland 
Transport, along with a gradual increase of 
the share passengers pay towards overall 
public transport operating costs.”

The HOP card $50 7-day fare cap 
remains unchanged. 

Overview of changes:
Across Tāmaki Makaurau the number 

of fare zones will reduce from 14 to 9. 
Eight zones will be combined into three 
new zones. The following outlines the 
new zones:

East Coast/South Rodney zone is created 

Cheaper bus, more expensive 
ferry fares on the way for Coast

by consolidating Helensville, Huapai, 
Hibiscus Coast and Upper North Shore 
zones.

Northern Manukau zone is created by 
merging Manukau North and Beachlands 
zones

Southern Manukau zone is created by 
merging Manukau South and Franklin 
zones

The rezoning means people travelling by 
bus from Beachlands to Botany will save 
$1.65, as they are now only travelling one 
zone, not two.

Bus or train customers will only be 
charged for travelling a maximum of four 
zones, even if they travel across five or 
more zones. AT says communities living 

furthest from the city will benefit directly 
from this simplification.

Ferries now have separate prices: 
since ferries were added to the AT HOP 
system in 2020, AT has not been able to 
adjust ferry fares proportionately with 
ferries’ increasing operational costs. 
By moving ferry services to separate 
fare prices AT can adjust ferry fares 
independently without this affecting 
bus or train fares. An increase in ferry 
fares will be implemented as part of this 
change, with adult HOP/contactless fares 
increasing by $1.40 per journey.

inorganic kerbside rubbish collections, 
be sure to put 1 February into your diary.

Beach lands  res iden t  Samantha

no longer want or need on their berms 
for collection by anyone else in the area.

Samantha says that at this time of year, 
pressure on op shops rises due to people 
clearing out household items while they 
have time off work.

“I thought it would be cool for everyone 
to leave things they wanted to move on, 
out on their front verge from 9am-4pm 
and community members could ‘shop’ 

and take what they needed. I’m not trying 
to take away from our local op shops as 
people will always donate there but there 
are always lots of people trying to move 
stuff on in January.”

The Free Day only applies to people 
living in Beachlands and Maraetai.

“Wouldn’t it be great if we could 
do it every year like the hard rubbish 
collections of old where you could get 
great stuff!” Samantha says. 

Residents are reminded to remove 
uncollected items from their berms at the 
end of Free Day.
